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Pressure and learning status of medical students during COVID-19 pandemic

Abstract: Objective: To investigate the stress and learning status of medical students during the COVID-19 pandemic, so as to

implement the *suspended classes, ongoing learning’ and provide reference for improving the learning efficiency. Methods:

Questionnaires were designed and electronic surveys via www. wjx. cn were conducted among medical students of Qingdao University.

Results: Medical students had certain pressure, especially scientific research pressure (20. 1%). 55. 4% of medical students can

independently learn clinical knowledge. 96.3% of medical students expected to participate in training, especially clinical knowledge and

entific research (70.8%). Massive open online course was the most interesting teaching mode (73.8%). Conclusion: Medical students

have certain pressure and lower awareness of independent learning. They expect to participate in clinical and scientific research seminars

with new teaching modes and methods.
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
